OUTLINE OF THE COURSE

lecture. How much is German art influenced by other nations or ancient influences? 

 
For this discussion the course looks back on ancient Greek and Romanesque art and the 
early tribes of Celtic art. The course follows the development of the art from the Middle 
Ages and the Italian influence of renaissance and baroque style. Typical German styles 
like for example the Biedermeier and Romanticism are also part of the discussion as the 
dark chapter of degenerated art and the leading position of Germany at the beginning of 
the 20th century, when the expressionists established themselves. The course follows art 
up to the contemporary variety of styles and techniques.
